Let us explore some of the key programming languages that are used for developing Artificial
Intelligence (Al) and Machine Learning (ML). Prolog is a logic programming language
that is well-suited for certain types of Al applications such as expert systems and natural
language processing. Released in 1971, Prolog is actively used today, though not at the
same scale as many other programming languages. For example-one of the languages
used to develop IBM Watson is Prolog.
